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 DOC struggles with overtime costs and a shortage of Corrections 

Officers.  
 DOC lost 52 officers between fiscal years 2020-2021. DOC lost 

officers to the Navy Police, Guam Police Department, and Guam Fire 
Department; some left to serve in the military.  

 The Adult Correctional Facility in Mangilao is decades old and 
overpopulated. It was built to hold no more than 300 inmates but now 
has a population of 544 inmates and detainees.  

 DOC is seeing a rise in prisoners with mental health issues 
 DOC staff struggle without resources.  

 
 
 
 

  
 

 
Moving forward, one positive step at a time: 
 
 DOC promoted 30 officers to various ranks.  
 To recruit and retain more officers, DOC is working on a 25% incentive pay for 

Corrections Officers.  
 An 80-year Facility Master Plan was completed in August 2021.  
 Guam Behavioral Health and Wellness to enhance mental health treatment for 

prisoners.  
 Two warrior tents will be operational and serve as isolation facilities for prisoners 

who test positive for COVID-19.  
 DOC receives over $10,000 worth of new equipment and supplies for the upkeep 

and maintenance of the Adult Correctional Facility along with Guam parks, 
roadways, and beaches.
