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The State Energy Program (SEP) offers support to GovGuam agen-

cies with energy data and economic analysis, as well as conducts 

training and workshops on energy-related topics. Additionally, the 

Guam Energy Office (GEO) carries out outreach and education cam-

paigns through various media outlets, events, and energy booths, 

such as the UnPlug It! campaign. Under the We CARE, Guam! initia-

tive, GEO and the Guam Power Authority (GPA) signed an MOA on 

May 5, 2022, to create synergies that benefit low-income families 

through the Weatherization Assistance Program and the Ener-

gySense Appliance Rebate Program.  On Satur-

day, July 23, 2022, GEO held its annual Guam 

Energy Expo at the Micronesia Mall, with partici-

pation from several energy companies and Gov-

Gu agencies to showcase their products and 

energy-saving technologies available to the community. Further-

more, during October's Energy Awareness Month, GEO promoted Energy Efficiency Day and highlighted 

energy-saving tips, as well as Weatherization Day. Lastly, GEO continues to monitor gas prices at the 

pump and the monthly Consolidated Actual Fuel Sales by Petroleum Companies. 

The Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) offers funding to 
states and territories to help lower energy costs for low-income 
households. This is achieved by improving the energy efficiency of 
their homes while ensuring their health and safety. During the fiscal 
year, GEO serviced 21 homes and continued to accept applications 
for the program. GEO also provided outreach and education through 
social media, local newspapers, and events to encourage more peo-
ple to apply and receive free WAP services.  

The Plug-In Electric Vehicle (PEV) Rebate Program has been running since 2014 to 

encourage residents of the island to purchase new electric vehicles from participating 

auto dealerships. This local initiative is administered by GEO and offers a rebate of up 

to $3,000 to offset the cost of the vehicle and reduce fuel expenses. Businesses and 

non-profit organizations can also apply for the PEV rebate program. During FY22, GEO issued a total of 

four rebates. As a result, the local allocation for this program were exhausted and therefore, GEO includ-

ed the PEV rebate program under its FY23 SEP grant application. GEO will continue to seek local funding 

to fulfill this mandate. The program’s outreach efforts continues through various media outlets and events.

During 2022, GEO was awarded the SEP and WAP Bi-partisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) grants funded 

through the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (PL 117-58). The SEP-BIL funds is to develop a Guam 

Energy Security Plan (GESP), a mandatory requirement to address energy security hazards to include cy-

bersecurity threats, risk mitigation, risk assessments and much more. Moreover, the state energy security 

plan is a requirement for all states and territories in order to receive federal financial assistance. The plan is 

due September 2024. In addition, GEO received a portion of the WAP-BIL funds to continue its weatheriza-

tion services to eligible low-income families. Further announcement regarding grant funding for the remain-

ing funds for SEP-BIL, WAP-BIL and the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG-BIL) will 

be announced by USDOE at a later date.

GAS PRICES AT THE PUMP 

On June 15, 2022, gas prices hit an all-time high 

of $6.49/gal for regular fuel. However, on June 

22nd, the price decreased to $6.30/gal due to the 

passage of the 6-month moratorium that waved 

the liquid fuel tax. Gas prices continued to fall 

closing the year at $4.70/gal. To continue to pro-

vide further relief to consumers, an extension to 

the moratorium of 180 days was passed on 

12/18/22.

 Continue dialog with national, regional, local public entities and organizations regarding energy-

related information. 

 Work with public and private sectors addressing major construction build-ups to incorporate en-

ergy efficiency and renewable energy and promote energy diversification leading to the island’s 

resiliency and sustainable energy future. 

 Support GovGuam morale events and other related activities. 

 Work with the Guam Building Code Council to implement the updated Guam Tropical Energy 

Code through training session for local contractors in 2023.
