Our Performance - CAHA PROGRAMS 

Grants Program CAHA awarded13 grants totaling $91,200 in FY 
2021 to individuals and organizations for projects in various artistic 
disciplines encompassing (1), folk arts, (1) visual arts, (2), arts in education, 
(2), performing arts (4), special projects with emphasis placed on programs 
that benefit the underserved community (3). Grant and fellowship awards 
supported projects such as apprenticeships, arts instruction and 
presentations in schools, musical and theatre product ions, podcasts, 
literary works and publications, cultural and art events, and contemporary 
and t rad itional art exhibitions.

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CAHA A1nerican Rescue Plan (ARP) grants for the 
Arts community 

CAHA awarded14 grants totaling $123,700 from the American Rescue Plan (ARP) funding in FY 2021 to 
individuals and organizations for projects in various artistic disciplines encompassing (3), folk arts, (2) visual arts, 
(1), arts in education, (2), performing arts (3), special projects and (3) media arts. This grant program was opened 
to nonprofit organlzations and individuals who were impacted, had projects/programs affected, or are 
experiencing financial hardship, due to the COVID19 pandemic. 

This program is made possible by funding from the American Rescue Plan {ARP) Act of 2021 through the National 
Endowment for the Arts. The program represents CAHA's commitment to the arts and a recognition of the va lue 
of the arts and culture sector to the island's economy and recovery, as well as the creative life of our community. 
These funds are intended to help support arts and cult ural nonprofit organizations, nonprofits that have arts and 
or cultural ly based programming, and artists, as well as assist the field in its response to and recovery from the 
COVID-19 pandemic. CAHA, ln line with the Arts Endowment, wi ll incorporate principles of equity, access, and 
inclusion in its implementation of the American Rescue Plan 



Art-in-Public Places a .k.a. Percent for the Arts 

Enacted in 1979 through Public Law 15-50, the Art in Public Places 
Program also known as the Percent for the Arts. The program targets both 
public and non-public development projects supported by either federal or 
government of Guam funds, as well as, those administered through 
Qualifying Certificates (QC) tax rebates, incentives, loans guarantee, bond 
f inancing or other subsidy arrangements. The program's purpose is to 
foster culture, arts, and the development of local artists by which a portion 
for capital expenditures, specifically one percent (1%) of the construction, 
renovation or remodel ing costs be set aside for the acquisition of works of 
art for public and non-public buildings and facilities or be given to the 
Guam Counci l on the Arts and Humanities Agency in lieu of the inclusion of 
arts. 

The University of Guam was designated as the site of the Department 
of Defense funded $12 million Guam Cultural Repository, which will sit 
on part of 10-and-a-half-acre site and occupy about a quarter of the 
property, including the 13,230 square foot building. It is located on the 
right side of J.U. Torres Drive (University Drive) just past Presidents' 
Lane at the main entry to campus. The Repository will provide 
adequate space to curate Guam cultural collections. It will also house 
many artifacts displaced by the military buildup construction, the 
facility will serve as a key resource for ongoing research, education, 
and interpretive activities by and for the people of Guam and visitors to 
t he island with outreach activities geared towards instilling a respect 
for Guam's cultural and natural resources and the appreciation of the 
history of the CHamoru people. The Repository will house diverse 
collections that reflect the chronology of Guam, from the t ime of first 
habitation around 1500 BC all the way through the present day. 
Examples of collection items are potsherds, fishing/hunting 
implements, stone tools. In addition to artifacts the repository wi ll also 
house reports, documents, maps, photographs, and more. The 
University of Guam as the operator of the facility, together with the 
Guam Council on the Arts and Humanities Agency (CAHA) as the 
administrator of Guam's One Percent for the Public Arts Program, 
seeks proposals from qualified local artists to provide art to be 
displayed on three (3) panels of the exterior wa ll of the Guam Cultural 
Repository. The artwork for each panel does not have to be one sol id 
piece. All selected art must speak to the theme: "Pre-contact life, 
carving and plaiting/weaving patterns" and the artwork should reflect 
the collections in the Repository and the continual generations of 
CHamoru people and their adaptations through time. Exterior art 
materials can include: • Ceramics • Metals (resistant to salt since 
UOG is located near the ocean) • Glass
